Assignment Title: Technical Assistance to support the National Utility Regulator, ARME,
(Agencia Reguladora Multisectorial da Economia) to implement its tariff methodology
trough the cost of service study focused on tariff categorization.

1. The Government of Cabo Verde has received a financing for equivalent from the World Bank
toward the cost of the Cabo Verde Renewable Energy and Improved Utility Performance Project,
and it intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services. The objective of the Project is
to increase renewable energy generation and improve the performance of the electricity utility in
Cabo Verde by leveraging private finance.

The scope of work is to determine the Cost
of Service for each activity (Generation/Acquisition, Transmission and Distribution/Sale segments
of electricity) applying the tariff methodology approved by ARME. The assignment is expected to
be fully executed during a 6 month period. All work must be completed within this timeframe.

In the case of a joint venture, all the partners in the joint venture shall be
jointly and severally liable for the entire contract, if selected.
